FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE… Nanoose Bay, B.C., June 5, 2023

A colourful display of spinnakers made a spectacular downwind start as the race be‐
gan Saturday morning outside Fairwinds Marina.  The first leg of the clock-wise
course was up the west coast of Lasqueti Island.

Winds continued to be light throughout the race, averaging a mere 3-5 knots and
ranging from 0 to 10 knots, testing the skills of skippers and crew.  Four boats needed
to drop anchor to keep from drifting and all boats were challenged by sea current
against winds.  On the inbound (return) leg a north-bound cruise ship nearly joined
the pack at the bottom of Lasqueti Island.

The winds filled in late in the day with all boats finishing the 41 nautical mile (nm)
course. The first boat finished at 9:42 pm.  The last boat crossed the finish line at
11:46 pm.

Twenty-three boats and 120+ crew from 9 B.C. yacht clubs came together to tackle
one of the most spectacular and challenging courses in the Vancouver Island Racing
Series. This year there were four divisions, adding a multi-hull division for the first
time.

The Overall Winner, taking home the Windsor Plywood Cup, was Lawn Dart, skip‐
pered by Bill Allen from Nanaimo Yacht Club (NYC).

The Winner of Division One was Synergy, skippered by Elaine Wade (NYC).  New
Beginnings, skippered by Edgar Hulatt of Sidney North Saanich Yacht Club
(SNSYC) placed second, and Kemre, skippered by James Robinson, Schooner Cove
Yacht Club (SCYC), placed third.

The Division Two winner was Princesa, skippered by Simon Palmer from Deep Bay
Yacht Club (DBYC), with Blue Boat, skippered by Tim Daniel (NYC) placing second
and Bulletproof, skippered by Nigel Martin, from Royal Victoria Yacht Club (RVYC),
placing third.

The Division Three (Multi-hull Division) winner was Kestrel, skippered by Ian Watson
(SCYC), with Pturbodactyl, skippered by John Tulip of Royal Vancouver Yacht Club
(RVanYC) placing second.  Mail Order Bride, skippered by Wayne Gorrie (NYC)
placed third.

The Division Four (Cruising Division) winner was Brigand II skippered by Kevin An‐
derson (NYC), with Katana, skippered by Wade Major, Campbell River Yacht Club
(CRYC), placing second.  Early Dawn, skippered by Greg Norman (SCYC) placed
third.

Line Honours went to Lawn Dart, skippered by Bill Allen (NYC).

The Best Overall performance by a Schooner Cove Yacht Club member and recipient
of the Fairwinds Cup, was FanaSea, skippered by Eric Young.

John Collins, Regatta Chair, commented, “Our club was excited to host the 2023
BMW Lasqueti Island Regatta which is a key race in the Vancouver Island Racing Se‐
ries (VIRS). We were pleased to give the number of multi-hulls attending their own di‐
vision this year and we welcomed more yacht clubs to this key race.  Light winds real‐
ly tested the skills of all the racers. We wish to thank all the skippers and crew who
found the race both a challenge and a fun event.  We look forward to welcoming them
again next year.

Tremendous thanks go to our 33 sponsors and prize donors, particularly our Present‐
ing Sponsor, BMW Nanaimo, and our major sponsors Windsor Plywood, which spon‐
sors the Windsor Plywood Cup, and UK Sails.  All our sponsors contributed greatly to
the success of the event. 

Thanks also go to our many club volunteers who organized the race events, served
hundreds of meals and participated in the planning, promotion and details that go into
one of the most successful regattas on Vancouver Island.”

Yacht Club, located at Fairwinds Marina, Nanoose Bay, B.C.  The Club would like to
thank Fairwinds Marina and the Nanoose Bay Cafe, and their staffs, for their coopera‐
tion and support in the use of their facilities for the weekend.

For July 2023

 

Racing in June included SCYC boats competing the BMW Lasqueti Regatta, the
Around Bowen Island Regatta, the Malaspina Strait Regatta and the Nanaimo Yacht
Cub SIN Regatta

The BMW Lasqueti Regatta was a great success with 24 boats registered. The race
challenged skippers and crews with a variety of wind conditions from 20 knots to no
wind at all. The on-land activities where the best ever with catering being provided by
the brand new Nanoose Bay Café. Kudos to all of the members of organizing commit-
tee led by regatta chair John Collins and to all of the club members who helped with
the various activities. Thank you all so much.

At the Around Bowen Island Regatta with over 100 boats competing, our club was
represented by Ian Watson and the crew of Kestrel and by John Collins and the crew
of Spud. This race was beset by long periods calm winds resulting in many boats not
making it to the finish line by the 1730 cut off. Kestel was able to finish and achieved
a first place in the multi hull division. The best efforts of the skipper and crew of Spud
where not enough to enable them to make the cutoff time finishing 9 minutes after the
1730 deadline. The after-race BBQ and dance on the grounds of the Union Steam
Ship Company Resort had a huge attendance and was greatly enjoyed after a hard
day on the water.

On July 1st at the Malaspina Strait Regatta with 22 boats competing our club was rep-
resented by Mike Norman and the crew of Early Dawn and by John Collins and the
crew of Spud. Spud had a first-place finish in division 2 while Early Dawn was caught
in a wind hole and with the tide against them was forced to retire from the race. The
hospitality of club members Wayne Stremel & Lorraine Wareham at their house in
Pender Harbour was outstanding and the crews all enjoyed a BBQ at the Pender Har-
bour Legion Hall.

Wednesday Night Fun Races
Continuing for 2023

 

Join us every Wednesday evening for a FUN race, with the emphasis being
on FUN.
  
The program is designed primarily for fun and to socialize with other
boaters. You do not have to be a member of the yacht club to
participate. The skill level of participants varies from novice to experienced
and boats vary in size from diminutive to 50 feet.
 
How the races are run
 
To take the concern out of having a number of boats scramble at the start
we use a staggered start system in what is termed a pursuit race. Based
upon the boats “modified” PHRF rating we send the slower boats out first
with the fastest last. The first boat across the finish line is the winner.
 
If you do not know your boat’s rating, we will assign one. The rating is con‐
tinually modified as we monitor the placement of the boats from week to
week and adjust the rating accordingly. If a boat is continuously finishing at
the top, then the rating is adjusted to make it harder for that boat to win. The
opposite is true for the slower boats. Hopefully every boat has a chance to
win on any given day.
 
The course selected changes week to week depending upon the wind
condi‐ tions. To encourage participants without boats, or those who would
just like some experience under another skipper, we encourage you to come
out and crew. We will do our best to assign you to a boat assuming COVID
restric‐ tions allow. Additionally, if allowed, once the race is over, we meet at
the af‐ terdeck for refreshments and playfully criticize the opponent’s
performance!
 
The Skipper’s meeting is at 6:00 PM at the afterdeck where the course and
start times are assigned. Don't forget, John Collins is the guy with the burg‐
ers. You don't just get spuds.
